Dear Friends of TLC, 

We are finally done counting, entering and billing Walk pledges.  We were humbled to see the amount of love 
and support pouring forth as families and individuals took time to raise pledges and walk in this year’s Walk. 

Although we did not reach our goal of $75,000, we are not discouraged.  We are ENCOURAGED because 
God showed us, quite clearly that He has a remnant among His people who are ready and willing to help us 
raise the needed funds for our ultrasound.  We are so blessed to have such loving friends! 

I am encouraged by the vision and confirmation I see from the Lord on a daily basis.  He is equipping us to 
reach more abortion minded women in Central Florida.  We are also seeing the need become greater and 
greater.  We had over 70 abortion minded calls this month.  

In addition, with the new ultrasound bill sitting on Governor Crist’s desk, if signed, all abortion minded women 
will be required, by law, to have an ultrasound before they have an abortion.  This has amazing implications for 
us.  If we are able to offer free ultrasounds, we will hopefully draw women to TLC, before they go to the abor-
tion clinic.  God is equipping and providing “for such a time as this”.

Ideally this person would be an ob/gyn who would be willing to read the ultrasounds 
for us.

““““ Client  told me she has a 5 yr. old daughter and is against abortion but this is a bad time for her to be pregnant.  She said 
she has been with boyfriend about a year and they plan to marry. Her biggest concern was if she could finish school and 
get a job  and financially care for this baby.  Client attends church and told me she knows it would not be God's will to abort.  
She was open to talk and we prayed she would make the right decision.  She said I gave her a lot to talk to boyfriend about 
and she would let me know what they decide.”   

Follow up:  “Called client.  She said that she and boyfriend have talked but have not made a decision about the pregnancy.  
She has started the paperwork for Medicaid and I referred her for an ultra-sound.  Clients are in Winter Park tomorrow and 
she was excited about going for ultrasound.  I asked her to call me and let me know what they plan.  I suggested  her boy-
friend go with her.”
